Faculty Devel opnent
Programre was held in the Coll ege canpus where Resource persons were
invited from Kri shnaguru Adhyat m k Vi swavi dyal aya, Mahapurush
Srimant a Sankardeva University and Gauhati University. FDP
programmes gave enphasis on ensuring preparedness with alternative
nodes of quality education whenever and wherever traditional nodes
of education are not possible.
